Dear Parents

Transport to school

We feel as a school that children in Years 5 and 6 should be able to show some responsibility for their own safety and that of others.  One way of giving them this opportunity is to be able to ride their bike to school.

The children need to be aware of the safety aspects of riding on the road and that they must under no circumstances ride through the school grounds. Only bikes are to be ridden to school not scooters etc.  The children must park their bikes behind the Old Building in the bike shed.  Unfortunately, the school cannot be responsible for the security of the children’s bikes. They will be left at their owner’s risk.  

The children must also realise that if they unfortunately do not comply with the rule of only bikes and not riding through the school grounds then they will have the privilege of bringing their bike to school taken away.
