To begin with, there’s a change of teachers in Class 3 – Mrs Green will be teaching on a Monday instead of Mrs Kearns (who will now be in Class 2), but Mrs Hamilton will still be in the rest of the week. We will also be working in the hall rather than our usual classroom and as you can see from the photograph, the desks will be set out in rows. 

Children will be starting and finishing school at different times to try to cut down on overcrowding on the patio and playground. We’ll let you know what your times will be before you’re due back.
