Dear Parents/Carers
Gainsborough’s Illuminate 2019 – Briefing for parents

As part of our local area topic based around the Mayflower Pilgrims, your child will be taking part in a lantern making workshop for Gainsborough’s Illuminate event on Saturday 16th November 2019 when there will be a performance and lantern parade, which they are invited to take part in.
Illuminate is the opening event for the 400th anniversary year for Mayflower 400, commemorating local connections to the story of the Mayflower Pilgrims and their historic voyage to America in 1620. This is part of a national programme of events involving places across the UK who are part of the official Mayflower 400 Compact partnership. The event is being hosted by West Lindsey District Council. 
Your child’s part in the parade will be key in creating this atmosphere so we will welcome the enthusiasm and energy they have brought to the workshops on the day of the event.
To ensure that you are fully prepared for the event please find some key details below:
Event date: 	Saturday 16th November 2019
Event start: 	Arrive from 4pm for a 4.30pm performance:
Parade participants are invited to join us in the United Reformed Church, Church Street, Gainsborough, Lincolnshire DN21 2JR for a performance with Rhubarb Theatre as we prepare for the parade
Parade gathers: 	5pm in the grounds of Parish Church next to the United Reformed Church
Parade route: 	Parade to Gainsborough Old Hall (with digital film projection on the Hall) to Market Place to Marshall’s Yard by about 5.45pm (when there will be a ‘silent’ Christmas lights switch-on led by Marshall’s Yard, i.e. no fireworks)
You and your child are invited to be part of the procession starting from Gainsborough’s Parish Church to the Old Hall then the Market Place and finishing at Marshall’s Yard. Some children will be carrying paper lanterns made at school. School staff will also be present for the performance and parade. 


Dress: 
Please make sure that you and your child are appropriately dressed for the weather conditions expected on the evening. Warm layers, a waterproof coat, and a hat and gloves are recommended.
Parade timings: 
We will leave the grounds of Parish Church shortly after 5pm. The procession will arrive and end at Marshall’s Yard around 5.45pm (near the Reindeer), where you will be able to leave or welcome to stay for the silent Christmas lights switch on. 
Photographic and video consent: 
At the event, there will be a number of official photographers taking photographs on behalf of West Lindsey District Council. Please complete and return the below photographic consent to let us know if you are happy for your child’s photograph to be taken. 
Safety:
We are offering parents/carers optional wristbands for their children when they arrive at the United Reformed Church should they wish to record on there the name of their responsible adult during the parade and a contact phone number for that adult. Please arrive before 4.30pm should you wish to use wristbands.
All participants must return these forms to their teacher by Monday 11th November.
