Dear Parents,
Return to School
A number of parents have been asking about the arrangements for the return of all children to school in September.
More details will follow this letter on the end of term newsletter regarding meals, uniform, swimming, book bags, clubs etc.
We would like to start this process of returning to school by asking you to choose the most convenient staggered starts and finishes. I do appreciate that this is different and will not be 100% convenient for everyone, it does however enable us to limit the number of adults on the premises and assist us to maintain social distancing.  Some schools are offering this as class bubbles but we are offering this as family groupings as I feel this will be more convenient to working parents.  We will operate like this for the foreseeable future. 
The offer is available on sQuid today until Tuesday 21st July at 8.00pm.
8.45am drop off 3.00pm collect
9.00am drop off 3.15pm collect
9.15am drop off 3.30pm collect
All children and adults must enter our site via the blue pedestrian gate on The Limes. We request no more than one adult accompanies your children to school.  
For the first few days the children in Foundation can be taken into their play area from their gate.  We then intend moving this from Monday 7th September to dropping children at the Foundation play area gate. There are yellow spots on the path to stand on. For collection please stand on a spot and Mrs Brumby will bring your child to you.
For children in Year 1 -4, we ask that you say your goodbyes at the Blue Pedestrian Gate on The Limes and the children will be asked to walk to the patio and stand on a spot all by themselves. Staff will be around to support the children.  At the end of the day please stand on a spot on the patio and your child will be brought to you.
The children in Year 5 and 6 will need to say their goodbyes to you at the Blue Pedestrian Gate on The Limes and we ask the children walk to the Old Building to stand on a spot on the playground by themselves. Staff will stand on the path between the two buildings. At the end of the day please stand on a spot on the playground near the old building and your child will be brought to you.
Please collect your oldest child first.
