Dear Parents

Musical Instrument Tuition

Instrumental music tuition is offered at Beckingham Primary School to enrich and extend our pupils musical experiences.  It is in addition to the music curriculum within school which fully covers the requirements of the National Curriculum.

Places may be available for instrument tuition.  Please return the slip at the end of this letter if your child is interested in learning to play either the flute, clarinet or guitar and you are willing to support them with learning a musical instrument for the next year.  Places will be allocated on tuition time and instrument availability, along with their physical suitability towards that instrument.

For your information listed below are the conditions set by the Nottinghamshire Arts Support Service.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Music lessons require a whole term’s notice in writing after the first year if a child wishes to cancel their lessons.  However, as a result of European legislation, which comes into force for the Arts Support Service for teaching staff from September 2006, the commitment for music tuition is required for a full year.  Therefore in September the tuition costs for the academic year 2016/2017 will be £219.04, which equates to £5.92 per lesson plus £42.00 (£14.00 per term) for instrument hire if required.  Please complete the slip confirming your acceptance of a year’s tuition.  Payment therefore will need to be paid in full in the Autumn Term.  If required, three instalments can be made on the first of September, October, and November.  We appreciate this may be a difficult decision for you to make, but we need to let the Arts Support Service know by 
9 June 2016 to enable staffing to be arranged.

· This scheme will be self financing and non-profit making.   A minimum of 37 weeks will be taught throughout the year.  If a lesson has to be cancelled due to instrument tuition teacher illness, Inset Day or school trip etc, a refund will be processed at the end of each term.

· There is a minimum charge of one hour’s tuition; therefore we will need a minimum of 6 pupils for guitar and 6 for woodwind for the tuition to take place.
 
· School insurance will cover loan instruments in school and on the journey to and from school.  Parents’ own insurance must cover the cost of replacement/repair should damage occur outside these times.  Advice will be given by the instrumental and music teacher.

· School reserves the right to end music tuition if it does not consider the groups to be viable.  This will always be done after consultation with the instrumental teachers and parents.

· Regular practice at home is essential.  Progress will be assessed at the conclusion of each term and teachers will recommend which children should continue the following term.  There will always be parent consultation before any decisions are taken regarding the progress of pupils.

If you would like your child to take up this opportunity, please return the slip below to school on Monday 6 June.  We will contact you again once confirmation has been received from Arts Support Services towards the end of the Summer term/beginning of the Autumn term regarding payments.
