The thought of our children, whether they are 4 or 11years of age, using the internet can feel a little worrying as a parent and a teacher. The Retford Oaks Family of schools has been fortunate in securing Lorna Naylor (a Nottinghamshire County Council expert) to advise parents and teachers, on the  safer use of the internet for children. This free event is on Thursday 25th May at 6.00pm at Retford Oaks Academy. It is open to all parents and staff who are within the Retford Oaks family of Schools. It is not suitable for children.

Lorna has many years of experience in supporting schools to help children have fun whilst keeping safe on line.  The areas she will cover are: on line trends of young people, concerns parents may have in supporting their children to stay safe including cyberbullying and unkind behaviour, sexting, grooming children in both exploitation and radicalisation, safer gaming and how to use parental controls. 

Lorna understands that young people will not necessarily see the immediate danger that adults do. Her aim is to help support parents in mediating with children to use the internet safely on adult terms. She will signpost us on where else staff and parents can get help and information.

I would very much like to encourage parents, whether your child is in Foundation through to Year 6 to attend this event. It is very easy for the youngest child to click from one video on youtube to another and end up viewing something inappropriate.
